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INTERNET USE ACCEPTABLE USE POLICY - STUDENTS
Our promise

New College Nottingham (ncn) is committed to making sure that students have access to a wide range of IT equipment and software including the Internet.  We are keen to encourage students to use new technology to improve their learning and achievements whilst at the college.

Key Principles

1. The Internet is a large global network, providing information which can help you in your course.  However, the college needs to ensure that the information you are looking at is acceptable to the College.   We need to take steps to monitor the usage of the Internet by students.  The Internet is not controlled by any one organisation and you cannot always be sure of the standard of information on the Internet.  

2. The College has a responsibility to safeguard you, as a student, and also to make sure that the information that is used by you or others does not break any laws or does not break other college polices such as our diversity and equality policy. 

3. The College’s IT support team will monitor the College’s network this may include checking student use – you should not expect any privacy when using the College’s IT systems.  

Support

1. We will help you make the most effective use of the Internet and e-mail with the following actions:

a) Providing you with courses that help you to search the Internet more effectively and make a judgement about whether an Internet site is valuable.

b) Providing access to websites that have been checked by tutors and will be of value to your course.

c) By providing access to the College’s ‘virtual library’ which contains educational websites by subject area.

d) Giving you the opportunity to help with the College’s web based systems with the Student Intranet.

What you can use the college’s IT systems for:

You can use the college’s computers to access the Internet for legitimate reasons which are related to your course.  This may be for research to complete assignments, or to access information to support your learning. 

What you must NOT use the college’s IT systems for:

1. Downloading, creating and sending to others information, pictures or other material which is likely to cause offence to other people.

2. Downloading, creating or sending to others information, pictures or other material that may threaten, harass or discriminate against anyone else.  Remember when you use the college’s IT systems you are subject to the same rules that apply in college about respect for others.
3. Gaining access to the college’s IT system that has not been authorised or agreed by your tutor.

4. Allowing others to access the college’s IT system who are not students of the college.

5. Downloading or creating material that is not directly related to your course of study – this relates especially to ring tones, screen savers, images, games and music.

6. Doing things deliberately that have the following effect on others:

i)    Wastes staff time and effort or disrupts other students.

ii) Destroys or damages other people’s data and information.

iii) Downloading information that overloads colleges systems or brings a virus onto college systems. 

7. Attempt to view material which may be obscene, excessively violent or pornographic. 

What happens if I break the rules in this policy?

1. If you break the rules within this policy you will be dealt with through the student disciplinary code.  Serious issues related to this policy such as actions which risk the college’s system or downloading information which is excessively violent or pornographic are acts of gross misconduct and could lead to you being asked to leave the college and your course permanently.

2. Students who think that a rule has been broken should tell their tutor.  

3. The college may block access to Internet sites if they think that they have information or material that breaks the rules of this policy.
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
